
This horse is one of the group of animals that were seized from a property in New-
ton Falls (Trumbull County) on Friday , Nov. 27. At the request of the sheriff’s depart-
ment, Happy Trails removed 11 horses, a calf, a goat, 3 chickens and 3 guinea fowl. This
horse, which we have named Buckeye, is currently at OSU in Columbus on IV’s. We are
hoping for the very best that we can save him - he’s not that old.



This Clydesdale gelding is about
700 lbs. underweight for a horse
his size. Most of the horses that
were removed were rated by the
attending veterinarian a 1, and
there were several 2’s, on the
body score chart. The body score
chart uses goes from 1 to 9, with
a 9 being a fat, obese horse and 1
being completely emaciated wtih
muscle wasting and no fat left on
the body.



This chestnut gelding was also rated a 1 on the
body score chart. Like the others, his head looks
too big for his body.



This horse was sent to OSU for an
evaluation. It’s tendons had been
severed in it’s right front ankle.



Most horses in this case had severe
muscle wasting, like this Belgian
mare, and had very weak hind quar-
ters. Their hip bones all protruded
profusely and even through their
winter coats you could clearly see ribs
sticking out.

All were in need of hoof care. This
draft horse had a crack that reached
up into her coronet band.
